All of the students had the opportunity to board the C.H.O.I.C.E bus (The bus is
half bus and half simulated prison cell). While on the
bus, they watched a video that featured a real life pris-
onerd6s story, providing a re
dents an inside look at the consequences they could face
if they quit school. They were introduced to a prison
cell, complete with bars, cinder walls and a mannequin
inmate lying on a prison cot. Most students who partici-
pated in this program walked away with a better under-
standing of the importance of staying in school. The im-
pact was so great that the Cherokee CPC and partners
